• LEVEL 1:
• Infraction appears unintentional
• Improper use of quotes
• Citations present but minimal or 

used incorrectly
• Material copied & pasted from 

another source
• TII matches from multiple sources 
• Reuse of previously submitted 

work

• LEVEL 3:
• High volume material is copied and 

pasted
• Submission appears to be from 

another student or internet source
• Blatant plagiarism

• LEVEL 2:
• Low volume copied & pasted from 

another source
• Citations are missing
• TII similarity report with large 

percentage to one source
• Hard to determine intent

• Conference with student 
regarding importance of 
academic integrity

• Instruct student to review:
-Student handbook
-”How to Avoid Plagiarism”  
tutorial (under Policies tab)
-SSS Resource: APA format 
& Scholarly writing modules

• Reuse of work = 20% 
deduction (determined by FM)

• Teachable moment- redo 
assignment and 10% 
deduction

• Complete “Academic Integrity 
Reporting Form” (located in TII 
folder in DocSharing).

• Email form to FM. FM will 
report incident to dean for 
record keeping
